As one of the top high 
school baseball programs 
in South Texas, Moody con-
sistently attracts the atten-
tion of college scouts.

Two days after three 
of his teammates signed 
national letters of intent, 
Justin Meza had his turn 
on Wednesday. The fi rst-
team All-District 30-4A 

pitcher is headed to Texas 
A&M-Corpus Christi.

Meza fi nished the regu-
lar season last year with 
a .485 average, 28 runs 
scored and 16 RBI. He it 
seven doubles, four triples 
and fi ve home runs and 
also stole 10 bases.

On the mound, Meza 
tossed fi ve complete games 
and two shutouts. He 
recorded 61 strikeouts and 
fi red a no-hitter.

“When we were having trou-
ble with injuries and stuff 
we just told the kids to hold 
tight and stick together,” 
said Danaher, in his 25th 
year at the school. “We told 
them that things would work 
out as long as we relied on 
each other and didn’t lose 
confidence. That made us 
a lot closer team. We know 
the taste of defeat and do not 
like it.

“We want to keep the mo-
mentum going. We want to 
enjoy the sweet taste of vic-
tory again.”

So do the Trojans, espe-
cially after reaching the Di-
vision II regional champion-
ship last year.

Beeville finished third 
in District 30-4A and de-
feated Medina Valley 28-7 in 
the fi rst round. The Trojans 
scored all of their points in 
the first half and finished 
with less than 300 total 
yards, numbers that coach 
Chris Soza said should have 
been better.

“It’s more our fault as 
coaches that we got so lax 
after halftime. Sometimes 
the kids go as the coaches 
go,” Soza said. “We were just 
going through the motions 
and tried to do some di� er-
ent things. In the end it’s not 
about the stats. It’s about 
getting the victory.”

In the playoffs, teams 
don’t have a choice.

“Lose and you’re done,” 
Soza said. “Every game is 
important and this one is no 
di� erent. We’re going to have 
to play our very best football 
because Calallen is good.”

It just took fi ve games for 
the Wildcats to get going.

Calallen has won seven 
straight games since losing 
the 31-4A opener to Alice. 
The o� ense is averaging 45 
points per game, while the 
defense is giving up an aver-
age of 12 points.

“We’re on a roll and feel 
pretty good about it,” Da-
naher said. “We just have 
to make sure to execute on 
o� ense and cover all our as-
signments on defense. We 
feel like we can be successful, 
but it’ll be a dog fi ght.”

Soza agrees.
“Look at teams Calallen 

lost to and that speaks vol-
umes,” Soza said. “I know 

they struggled, but they’re 
playing well as of late. So are 
we. Good teams get better as 
the year goes on.”
